Skeet Building Septic System – 
The Allegheny County Health 
Department and the PA. Department of 
Environmental Protection has retested 
the soil for a septic system for the skeet 
building.  They have determined that a 
conventional system will not be suitable 
for the site.  However, they have 

determined that the site is suitable for a 
sand mound septic system. 
 
Design drawings have been submitted to 
the Allegheny County Health 
Department for approval.  When they are 
approved, a permit will be issued by the 
Department for the installation of a sand 
mound septic system for the skeet 
building.
